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The City’s Comprehensive Plan called planokc envisions a range of development throughout the City from Rural to Urban so 
that intensity of development matches the character of the area of the City.  The plan calls these Land Use Typology Areas 
(LUTAs). The Code Update approach includes new zones that reflect intensity by LUTA.
